4.   Clean Camp Site. 
 
5.   Water buckets at Fire Pit and tents. 
 
6.   All gear properly stored. 
 
7.   First Aid Station 
 
8.   Axe Yard 
 
9.   Entrance Way 
 
10.  Duty Roster posted. 
 
 
 
These are the points on which our camp site is inspected at camporees. They 
should be part of any good camp site set up by our Troop. They provide for safety, 
cleanliness, organization, and efficiency in just about any camp setting we find 
ourselves. When these responsibilities are divided up, everything runs smoothly and 
we are able to have more time for other activities. It is the Senior Patrol Leaders 
job to see every Scout has a job and that it is done properly. Tome jobs such as 
camp site clean up and personal gear must be cone by everyone. Duty rosters 
should be made up prior to all outings. While there may be room for deviations 
from these basic points at times, those adjustments will be made by Troop Leaders 
depending on the situation.
